SYDNEY-MELBOURNE DRIVE
There are two distinct routes that
connect the eastern cities: the coastal

route and the heritage drive.

The coastal route between Sydney and
Melbourne takes in some of the most
spectacular scenery in Australia, with
tranquil coves, long, golden beaches,
and wild, rocky shorelines carved by the

mighty Pacific and Southern oceans.

Vast stretches of the coastline have been
preserved as national parks, teeming with
native flora and fauna. Highlights include
guided kayak tours around the Gippsland
Lakes or walking on pure white beaches
at Wilsons Promontory, then on to Phillip

Island, famous for the little penguins.

The alternative inland route is a journey
through Australian history, timeless
indigenous culture, and relics of colonial
times. From Melbourne, the heritage
drive travels to the Gold Rush region
around Bendigo, where visitors can
venture down old goldmines, see
Chinese Dragons, and dine in ornate
civic buildings now refashioned as

fashionable bars and restaurants.

The route also takes in the mighty
Murray River, where paddle steamers
offer a fun way to get downstream,
then through the giant river red gums
of Barmah National Park, and on to the
vineyards of Rutherglen. The route
continues on, with a slight deviation
south to the nation’s capital, Canberra,

before reaching Sydney.
